STATEMENT OF PROBABLE CAUSE

On February 7, 2026, in the city of Mankato within the County of Blue Earth, Officer Brianna Wagner was
conducting a routine walkthrough at Business 1. Business 1 is an establishment that is licensed for the sale
of alcoholic beverages. While inside Business 1 Officer observed a male she immediately recognized from
two recent interactions where she had observed him inside licensed liquor establishments. On the most
recent interaction the male was cited for underage consumption. Officer Wagner then approached the

male and asked for his ID, and he presented her with a real MN License with Victim's name and DOB
indicating year of birth being 2003. Officer Wagner knew that the since the last interaction not enough time
had passed for Hatano to 21 years of age or older. Officer Wagner then reviewed another card from his
wallet and observed the name to be Luke Charles Kekoa Hatano DOB 08/08/2005, not the name on the
first ID Officer Wagner was presented by Hatano. Hatano’s date of birth indicates that he is 20 years of
age. Hatano was then arrested and brought to Blue Earth County Jail where he provided a PBT showing
his Alcohol Concentration to be 0.163 demonstrating that he consumed alcohol.
